"TOGETHER BUILDING THE KINGDOM OF GOD"




MY COMMAND TO YOU IS: LOVE YOUR ENEMIES, PRAY FOR YOUR PERSECUTORS.

The last two antitheses offered in the Sermon on the Mount deal with love of enemies. We should not
look at “an eye for an eye” as an inordinately strict punishment. It is actually meant to limit acts of revenge by
making sure the punishment is not excessive but fits the crime. However, Jesus asks his followers to take a dif-
ferent approach by resisting retaliation altogether. The response to a stronger person who slaps us on the cheek,
takes us to court, or demands a service of us is not to resist. Similarly, for a weaker person, such as a beggar or
borrower, we are to give him or her what he or she asks for. Those who are called to the Kingdom of Heaven are
to go beyond the way the world usually works and serve God’s kingdom here on earth.

The other difficult demand of those who are called to the kingdom is to embrace the enemy. There is no
command in the Old Testament to hate individuals in a personal or vindictive way. But there is a religious stance
that calls one to hate evil and to distance oneself from those who participate in evil. In contrast, Matthew empha-
sizes that love of God and love of neighbor are the fundamental commands on which all else depend. Because
God’s love is unconditional, we are to strive to love as God does, though, of course, it is challenging. Is it even
possible?

The key is in the final verse. We are to be perfect as our heavenly father is perfect. Matthew uses the
Greek word telos, which is probably better translated here as “complete.” We are not to be perfect as in doing
everything correctly, that is, as in being absolutely morally correct. We are to be perfect as in striving to reach
the completeness we are called to in the Kingdom of Heaven. Attempting to love our enemies is part of striving

for that completeness.

LEY DEL TALION/ GRATUIDAD

Jests opone a la ley del talion el mandamiento del amor. Sus discipulos no deben pagar con la misma moneda, no
deben responder con mal a los que les hacen mal. Esto es lo que quiere decir cuando les ensefia a no hacer frente a los que
les agravian. Su lenguaje es duro y tremendamente exigente. Para evitar malentendidos, hay que decir que habla en lenguaje
figurado (como en 5. 29ss.) y no debe tomarse al pie de la letra. Hay que afiadir también, que se refiere al comportamiento
individual y a la actitud del corazén, pero no a la sociedad y a los tribunales publicos en donde sigue siendo imprescindible
un derecho penal y en cierto modo la ley del talion. Incluso hay que tener en cuenta la prudencia cristiana en cada caso y
hasta la obligacién de defender el propio derecho, no por motivos de venganza, pero si al servicio de intereses mas altos
que el simple egoismo. Pero con todas estas matizaciones corremos el peligro de vaciar de contenido las palabras de Jesus,
cuyo espiritu sigue en pie. El mal s6lo puede superarse con el bien, no con el equilibrio de la ley sino con el desequilibrio
del amor. Olvidarse de esto es caer en el circulo vicioso de la venganza y de la violencia, en la trampa de una ley entendida
como trampa del amor, en donde éste quedaria atrapado.

Jests es el primero que extiende el amor a todos los hombres sin excepcion alguna abrazando con €l hasta a los
enemigos. Segin sabemos por los escritos de Qumran, los esenios exigian amar a todos los que Dios ama y odiar a los
que Dios no ama. Pero Jesus proclama que Dios no hace distinciones y que hace salir el sol para buenos y malos, justos y
pecadores. Por eso los hijos de Dios deben amar también sin fronteras.

Amar a los que nos aman es natural y no trasciende la equidad de la ley, por lo tanto no la colma con exceso de
amor. En realidad, el verdadero amor s6lo se muestra en el amor verdaderamente gratuito, que no busca lo suyo ni la simple
correspondencia. Esto es lo extraordinario y la verdadera perfeccion. En esto se manifiesta la bondad de Dios. Los discipulos
de Jesus deben dar sefiales de la nueva vida y del reino futuro, no pueden contentarse con las generales de la ley.
