THE ROAD TO EMMAUS

On most Sundays during the Easter season in Cycle A, our Gospel is taken from the Gospel of John. This week’s
Gospel, however, is taken from the Gospel of Luke. As in last week’s Gospel, today’s Gospel shows us how the first community
of disciples came to believe that Jesus had risen from the dead. In these stories we gain insight into how the community of the
Church came to be formed.

When we read today’s Gospel, we may be surprised to learn that these friends of Jesus could walk and converse with
him at some length yet not recognize him. Again we discover that the risen Jesus is not always easily recognized. Cleopas and
the other disciple walk with a person whom they believe to be a stranger; only later do they discover that the stranger is Jesus.
We learn that the first community met and recognized Jesus in the breaking of the bread, just as we meet Jesus in the Eucharist.

We can imagine the feelings of the two disciples in today’s reading. They are leaving their community in Jerusalem.
Their friend Jesus has been crucified. Their hope is gone. They are trying to make sense of what has occurred, so that they can
put the experience behind them.

Jesus himself approaches the two men, but they take him for a stranger. Jesus asks them what they are discussing. He
invites them to share their experience and interpretation of the events surrounding his crucifixion and death. When the two
disciples have done so, Jesus offers his own interpretation of his crucifixion and resurrection, citing Jewish Scripture. In that
encounter we find the model for our Liturgy of the Word—what we do each time we gather as a community for the Eucharist.
We reflect upon our life experiences and interpret them in light of Scripture. We gather together to break open the Word of
God.

In the next part of the story, we find a model for our Liturgy of the Eucharist. The disciples invite the stranger (Jesus)
to stay with them. During the meal in which they share in the breaking of the bread, the disciples’ eyes are opened; they rec-
ognize the stranger as Jesus. In the Eucharist too we share in the breaking of the bread and discover Jesus in our midst. Just
as the disciples returned to Jerusalem to recount their experience to the other disciples, we too are sent from our Eucharistic
gathering. Our experience of Jesus in the Eucharist compels us to share the story with others.

“EL CAMINO DE EMAUS”

El relato de la aparicion a los discipulos de Emaus nos presenta la experiencia de dos discipulos el dia de Pascua.
Son dos seguidores de Jesus -uno de ellos se llamaba Cleoféas y no pertenecia al grupo de los once.

El episodio transmite, con un arte dificil de igualar, una experiencia humana Unica, en la que advertimos tanto el
abatimiento y la desolacion por lo que habia acontecido a Jests de Nazaret como el renacimiento de la esperanza gracias a
una manifestacion del resucitado. El encuentro y el dialogo permiten ver los limites de la fe que aquellos discipulos tenian
puesta en Jesus. Veian en él a «un hombre y profeta poderoso» que hubiera podido redimir a Israel como un nuevo Moisés
-también llamado profeta poderoso en Hch 7,22-35-, pero no habian descubierto todavia que Jesus redimiria a Israel pre-
cisamente a través de su muerte y resurreccion. Habian oido los rumores de las apariciones de los angeles a las mujeres,
afirmando que «Jesus estaba vivo» (23; cf. v 5 y Hch 1,3- 25,19), pero no las habian creido. Haciendo camino, Jesus les
interpreta las profecias del AT, que anunciaban el sufrimiento del Mesias (cf. Lc 18,31- Hch 26,23). Asi les ayuda a aceptar
que la pasion de Jesus era su camino hacia la gloria.

Laescena en la que culmina la narracion es -como en todas las apariciones del resucitado- la del reconocimiento: «se
les abrieron los ojos y lo reconocieron» Eso ocurria cuando Jests, al ser convidado a casa de uno de ellos, tom6 la iniciativa
de bendecir, partir y darles el pan. Jesus quiere que le reconozcan al principio de la cena, mientras ¢l, bendiciendo el pan,
cumple la funcién de cabeza de familia. Al descubrirlo los dos, se les hace invisible, porque su presencia gloriosa no es ya
la misma que la de su vida terrena.

El final de la narracion nos presenta a los discipulos corriendo a comunicar la noticia a los once y a sus compaiieros.
Los encuentran comentando lo que le habia pasado a Simon: «Verdaderamente el Sefior ha resucitado y se ha aparecido a
Simoény. La narracion incorpora asi otra aparicion del resucitado, en este caso a uno de los once, aparicion referida también
en la primera carta a los corintios.
